9. GUIDELINES FOR THE STUDENTS
1. Academic Year
· The college admits students to its undergraduate and postgraduate courses every year. The admission procedures usually extend from mid-May to early-July and classes begin around mid-July.

· The academic calendar of the college/university is from July to June.
2. Admission  
· The list of candidates selected by counselling portal will be displayed at the college Notice Board.
· Admission is open to all those who pass the prescribed minimum qualification.

· Admissions are provisional, subject to verification of required documents and eligibility condition.

· The candidate whose results are awaited or who have got supplementary in 10+2 can also apply. Such candidate, however, must produce the mark sheet/degree certificate if successful as proof for the required eligibility criteria. The admission will be purely on provisional basis and no admission fee will be refunded in any circumstances.

· The candidate shall enter the address for correspondence and permanent address in prescribed admission form.

· ATKT students are eligible to study in the next semester.

· The medium of teaching will be English/Hindi.

     3. Document Verification 

· The students will have to bring their original documents for verification for example original mark sheets of qualifying, original caste certificates etc. Upon verifying the original documents and eligibility produced by the student the college will confirm his/her admission.
 4. Identity Card
· Students will be issued an Identity Card by the college after taking admission. Students are advised to keep the identity card safely till the completion of the calendar year. Students will have to produce the identity card at the entrance gate of the college, in library and when asked to do so by the authorities.

· If the original Identity Card is lost, a duplicate card can be obtained from the college by paying an amount as specified by the college management.
  5. Library
· College has its own well-maintained library consisting of about 8,000 books of different subjects along with periodicals and journals, CD, and DVDs.
· Books are issued to the students for one week. If books are not returned within the due date then a certain amount will be charged per day against late submission.

· However, during main term-end examination books are issued for longer period till their papers are finished.

6. Sports
The college has its own playground and provides facilities for playing badminton, volleyball, cricket and soccer in the College Campus. Annual Sports activities are organized by college and students are also given opportunities to participate in inter-college competitions.
7. Other Activities
The College provides ample facilities for development of an integrated personality. It organizes activities related to academics, sports and cultural from time-to-time. This helps to bring out the hidden talents in students. Along with their studies, the College also organizes seminars related to their subjects and technical aspects.
8. Laboratories   
1. Computer Lab
· The Computer lab of the college has been designed and developed to meet the requirements of the students. There are various packages that are offered to the students. 
· Internet facility is available and the latest software is introduced to the students. 
· In order to improve the Internet connectivity and speed, College provides ISDN facility to its students. 

· The College has total of 100 Computers which is distributed in three computer labs. It also has LCD Projector for Live practical teaching and presentation.

2. Physics Lab
Our selection of physics equipment is designed to ensure that you can find everything you need to deliver your full curriculum and give your students a thorough understanding of the subject. From tools and measuring equipment to materials and samples, as well as educational posters illustrating relevant principles and theories, we provide a one-stop shop for all your lab needs.
3. Chemistry Lab
The chemistry laboratory is designed to support and illustrate chemical concepts studied in the lecture portion of the course, as well as to introduce important laboratory techniques and encourage analytical thinking.
The chemistry laboratory at SECT College gives students the opportunity to perform experiments that explore important chemical concepts and introduce proper lab techniques and safety.
4. Botany Lab
Botany lab is well equipped for undergraduate students to perform various botany practical which are necessary for the study of the structure, properties, and biochemical processes of all forms of plant life, as well as plant classification, plant diseases, and the interactions of plants with their physical environment.
5. Zoology Lab
Zoology Lab at Sect College provides scientific study of the animal kingdom, along with its evolution, diversity and environment. Our Zoology lab is well equipped with all necessary facilities for higher studies. Practical work involves building knowledge of both the structure of different kinds of animals and how they function, and the complex relationships that govern how animals relate to each other and their surroundings. Laboratory has a good arrangement of equipment’s like Microscope, Hemoglobinometer, ph. meter, Colorimeter, hemocytometer, Centrifuge, Incubator, Microtone etc.

9. Fees Refund
Fees will not be refunded in the following cases:

· If the student has taken provisional admission and his/her result in supplementary examination has not been cleared.

· If the student leaves the course in mid of the session. 

  10. Attendance

· 75% attendance is compulsory in each subject including all papers of Foundation Course. Student will not be allowed to appear in examination in case of not fulfilling this requirement. 

· Parents of students whose attendance has been less than 25% over the last one year/two semesters will have to fill a Declaration Form at the time of admission into next year/semester. Admission shall be given to such students only after strict warning. 

· Shortage in attendance will be considered if a student remains absent for long period due to illness and produces Medical Certificate soon after recovery.

11. Uniform
· All students should come in college uniform which is as follows:
    Boys   : White Shirt and Black Trousers with Black Tie

          Girls   : White Kurta and Black Salwar with Black Jacket
· Students not found in college uniform will be fined.

 12. Scholarship
· The college awards each year a number of prizes to students for high achievement in academic and extra-curricular activities.
· Scholarship and other financial aid are given to deserving students on the basis of need-cum-merit.
· All type of Govt. Scholarship provided to the students like SC, ST, OBC, BPL, Gaon ki Beti etc.

   13. Placement Cell
· A centralized cell has been established by the AISECT, our parent body with an objective to provide information and guidance to the students about opportunities of jobs in industries/business houses/educational institutions/organizations/private/public sector companies and to build capability for the self-employment potential. The placement officer communicates with students and interacts with them directly at the time of their counseling and in classes.

· Many of the students of our college have been made a place for themselves in a number of leading firms throughout the country. Some of them also joined Institutes for higher studies.
14. DISCIPLINE AND PROHIBITORY ACTIVITIES

· Students should maintain discipline in class as well as within the college campus.
· Use of Mobile Phone in classroom is strictly prohibited, failing which student will be fined for Rs.300/-.
· Students must always keep their Identity Card with them in the college campus.
· Students should read the notice board regularly to keep themselves update on day to day events of the college.
· No excursion, picnic, party, meeting or any other get together can be organized without prior permission of the principal. When an application for permission is submitted, it will be presumed that the students have taken permission from parents/guardian to join the party.
· In all disciplinary matters the decision of the principal pf the college will be final.

· 75% attendance is compulsory for all those students who have applied for Scholarship. 

· Ragging

· Sect College is a ragging-free campus. Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited and would attract disciplinary action and the punishment of expulsion from college.

· Ragging has been defined as:

“Any act causing, inducing, compelling or forcing a student, whether by way of a practical joke or otherwise, to do any act which detracts from human dignity or violates his person or exposes him to ridicule or forbears from doing any lawful act, by intimidating, wrongfully restraining, wrongfully confining, or injuring him or by using criminal force to him or by holding out to him any threat of such intimidation, wrongful restraint, wrongful confinement, injury or the use of criminal force”

· So ragging is strictly prohibited and is a punishable crime. Students are advised to maintain discipline in the campus.
· We abide by zero tolerance policy of the state Government.
15. Assignments/Tests/Projects For Continuous Comprehensive 
                                     Evaluation(CCE)

· All the UG courses are year wise from 2017-18 except PG Courses which is semester-wise and each semester consists of six months. During the period of program, assignment/tests/presentations will be given to the students for continuous self-study and improvement. In each year/semester one CCE will be conducted.
· These assignments/tests/projects will serve as feedback and will be counted towards the internal assessment in each paper.

16. Term-End Examination
· College will conduct pre-university examinations before the commencement of term-end examinations. Pre-University and Term-End Examination are compulsory for every student.
· Barkatullah University will organize the examination at various centers of Bhopal.

· Date of examination along with the examination center will be notified by the University and will be displayed at the college notice board.

· The medium of examination will be English/Hindi as chosen by the students.

· Admission card for the examination have to be collected by the student itself from the college.

· Admissions card for the examination will only be issued to those students who have paid their all kinds of dues.

· College will not be responsible for the Revaluation and Re-Totaling of the Term-End Examination. Students themselves have to contact University for the concerned work.

· A candidate eligible for ATKT/Supplementary examination may appear in the next term-end examination.

17. NSS (National Service Scheme)
NSS, under the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports Govt. of India, popularly known as NSS was launched in Gandhiji’s Birth Centenary Year 1969, with primary focus on the development of personality of students through community service. In our college, it started in year 2015. Various activities like plantation, traffic awareness programs, various diseases awareness programs, educational seminars ad guest lecturers, blood donation camp etc. were held till date. There are almost 150 volunteers in our NSS team.
